What is the difference between graduation and commencement? 
 
Graduation is the process of being awarded a degree.  All students wishing to graduate must apply for 
graduation by the application deadline.  An audit will be performed on the student’s academic history to 
verify completion of the degree prior to awarding and issuing a diploma.  
 
Commencement ceremonies are the services held at the end of each fall and spring semester.  These 
are ceremonies in which the achievement of the degree is recognized and celebrated by the University 
community and the students' friends and family.
